The Michigan Professional Fire Fighters Union along with the Muscular Dystrophy
Association is proud to celebrate the monumental 65-year partnership of the IAFF’s
commitment to MDA in the fight against muscle disease. Over the last 65 years, members
have raised over $650 million to fuel MDA’s mission.

As many of you know, the IAFF is the largest national sponsor of the Muscular Dystrophy
Association. In 2018, fire fighters from 55 Locals across Michigan raised over $300,000 to
aid in the fight against muscular dystrophy, ALS and other muscle-debilitating diseases.

MDA research has hit a time of unprecedented progress because of the support of the
IAFF. Since 2015, seven drugs have been approved by the FDA and are on the market to
treat some forms of neuromuscular disease.
